* An authorized record of immunizations

* Proof of residency in the form of a lease or deed and a utility bill
* Photo ID of parent/guardian

* Proof of custody (if applicable)

Pre-K Application and Registration

The Howard County Public School System offers a Pre-K program for income eligible children who will be four
years old by September 1, 2015.

Pre-Kindergarten is a two-step process:
¢ Interested families must first submit an application with proof of income for review. This
application must be reviewed by school administration.
* Once approved, students can be registered using the same list of documents required for
Kindergarten registration. See the front office for an application.
