Pre-K Arrival

● Teacher will meet students at the bus.
● Car riders will be escorted to their teacher.
● Walkers should be brought by their adult to their teacher 

outside of the front door.

Walkers and car riders arriving after 8:55am will need to go to 
the front office with their adult to sign in.
